How to Get Real-Time Stock Data
1.  Have a spreadsheet with the stocks.  Know the symbols for those stocks in the order that you have them on the spreadsheet.  

2.  In the data menu, choose “import external data”, then “import data”

3.  On the window that comes up, choose “MSN MoneyCentral Investor Stock Quotes” Click on “open”.

4.  On the window that comes up, choose the radio button for “new worksheet”

5.  The “Enter Parameter Value” window pops up.  Check the box next to “Use this value for future refreshes”.  Enter the stock symbols in the order you have them on the spreadsheet, with commas between them.  Click “okay”.
6.  On the new sheet, you get a table with your stocks and lots of information about them.  The first column of data is labeled “last” and is the price that you would buy the stock at.  

7.  On your original sheet, make a column called “current price per share”.  In this column, type “=” then click on your data sheet and click on the first “last” price.  Hit enter.  
8.  On the first sheet, the formula in the “current price” column is now something like “Sheet4!D4” Fill down to the rest of the column.  

9.  On your original sheet, go to toolbars, and make sure that the “external data” toolbar is checked.  When you click on the red exclamation point with the Excel symbol, the data refreshes on both sheets.
