Information regarding College Transcripts from UCONN for submission with SHA College Application materials:

UCONN has a new policy:
All ECE students must contact the colleges directly and either speak to Registrar's office or Admissions Office and discuss how they will have a UCONN transcript with course credits and inquire about the college's policy on accepting the UCONN credit. 
In the past the ECE web site had a list but they pulled it off the web site because it was inconclusive and many times a college would accept credit by departments (for example, the language department may take all the Latin credit but the science department would not accept any of the Biology) So UCONN is asking all ECE students to be pro-active and call the universities they are interested in. 
Every ECE student is also required to request a transcript of grades from the registrar's office one month after the course is completed here at SHA to add to their college application packets at SHA.
Fall courses can access this information by February and Spring classes can access this information by the end of July. The Registrar’s office contact information is on the ECE Website www.ece.uconn.edu
