Homework and Participation Procedures (beginning in Quarter 2)

Every day…

When you enter class, pick up your index card. 

Write the date on the card and bookmark the homework. 

I will initial your card if your homework is complete.

When we go over the homework in class, make correction using a colored pen/pencil.

When you participate (volunteering an answer or coming to the board, going beyond the minimal expectation), hand me your card. 

At the end of each class, you will receive a 0 or 1 for homework (did you do it?) and a 0 or 1 for participation (do I have your card?). 

At the end of the quarter…

I will collect your workbooks and evaluate the quality of your homework. You will receive 0-10pts. To earn 10 pts., your homework should be complete, neatly done, and corrected in color.  For each page that is incomplete (eek!), illegible, or not corrected in color, you will lose 1 pt. 

Remember…Continue to do all of your homework on time and make up work immediately if you are out (check online and have it ready for class. Let me know if this will not happen for any reason.) 

You will self-evaluate your level of participation for that quarter based on the survey on the back of this paper. If I agree with your assessment, I will enter your grade you gave yourself. If I disagree, we will discuss it further.  You can earn up to 20pts (Siempre=5, Casi siempre=4, Generalmente=3, A veces=2, Raras veces=1, Nunca = 0 points). Be honest and comment if you wish to justify your responses. 

To sum it up:

· You will earn a hw quality grade at the end of each quarter (up to 10pts.)

· You will earn a participation grade at the end of each quarter (up to 20 pts.)
