Terms, people events.  On a test, to identify means to give a good explanation and the reason the person, event or term is important.   Include the time period and for that you may need specific date ( for example, The Normans conquered England in 1066.) or general time (The Marquis de Lafayette served with General Washington during the Revolutionary War.)

  Person

- who the person was

-what he/she accomplished

-the time period 

-why he/she is important/significant  (Was this person the first to do something? did this person influence others? did this person make lasting decisions?)

Event

-what the event was

-the time period 

-what happened

-why it is important (Did the event bring about changes?  cause something to happen?  end an era or a war? )

Term

-define the term(example: Imperialism is a policy used by strong countries to gain social, political and economic control over weaker countries.)

-the time period

-give an example (“The British ruled India; the United States ruled the Philippines.”)

-why the term is important (Did this affect many countries?  influence the behavior of countries or people?  change the ways people lived?)
